Arrival, Boat Storage and Parking
Please make your way to the East Lothian Yacht Club at the harbour in North Berwick, map attached.  If you plan to arrive on Friday afternoon please speak to Ross Harbison, harbourmaster (01620 893333) on arrival.  North Berwick Rowing Club will be having its usual Friday Rowing from 7pm till 9pm from the beach beside the harbour, so if you are arriving slightly later on Friday ask an NBRC member any queries when you arrive.  Over 18s are invited to join us after Friday club night, from 9pm, in the Auld Hoose ( Forth Street).  If you arrive on Saturday, someone will be there to meet you between 08:00 and 09:00. 
Boats and trailers may be stored in the dinghy park/ esplanade, but vehicles will need to be parked on the road or one of the public car parks.  We hope to store some of the skiffs in a prominent location by the harbour.  If you have some images of building your skiff or promotional material to display please feel free to bring it and display it.
North Berwick Harbour Trust have agreed a discounted launch fee of £10 for skiffs attending the event.  This will cover the skiff for the whole weekend and allows use of the slipways, storage, hose down (for boats, not crews) and a smile and wave from the harbourmaster.  Please take responsibility for paying this directly to the harbourmaster.

Please note that parking near the harbour area is limited and the yellow lines are policed on Saturday and Sunday!  There is usually free parking for those who are prepared to hunt… please refer to the map for suggestions.
